Land Tenure System

Land tenure type: nomadic customary land tenure
Land tenure super-classes: cultivation and non-
cultivation

Non-cultivation: Leuweung Titipan (entrusted forest),
Leuweung Tutupan (forbidden forest) and Leuweung
Garapan (production forest)

Cultivation: customary and private land

Customary land sub-classes: centre of cultural
activities, plantations (rice, corn, etc) and dwelling
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Indonesian Land Tenure System

Distinction w/Customary Land Tenure System

+ Vertical separation: Separating management land and
property

« Individualisation of land tenure: lead to deterioration
of cultural value on land
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Lessons Learned

Statement on the protection of customary land, in
particular communal one

Integrated management of land (or even integrated
land law!)

Identification of customary land tenure: initial proof of
ownership, its conversion and integration to formal
